Band Practice 

Unless there is a severe weather warning that prompts school officials to cancel all after-school activities, band practice will take place regardless of weather conditions.  If necessary, practice will take place inside the building.  Should we experience lightening or rain while we are on the practice field, we will move the students to the front awning of the school.  We will resume outside practice once the weather clears.  If the weather does not clear, we will continue practice inside the building.  In the unlikely event that we have to send the students home early due to a severe weather problem, we will request that all students driving a car call their parents and inform them of the situation prior to leaving school grounds.

Home Ballgames

If we experience rain or other severe weather conditions on a ballgame night, we will keep the band in the bandroom until halftime.  If the weather has cleared by that point, we will march to the stadium and perform as necessary.  If the weather has not cleared by halftime, we will dismiss the band for the evening.  We will request that students driving a car call their parents and inform them of the situation prior to leaving school grounds.  We will have an announcement made at the ballgame to inform parents of the decision.

Away Ballgames

Unless there is a weather condition that prompts school officials to cancel after–school activities, the full band or assigned pep band will depart for the game as scheduled.  If we still have a weather problem when we arrive at the game, we will stay on the buses until halftime.  If there seems to be no chance of the weather clearing by that point, we will leave the game.  If there is a possibility of the weather clearing during the second half of the game, we will make a decision on site.

Contests
Unless there is a weather condition that prompts school officials to cancel all activities, the band will operate as scheduled on contests days.  It is very unlikely for a marching contest to be cancelled.  In most cases, the schedule is delayed or the event is moved to an inside location.  When we arrive at the event, we will consult with the organizers and make an appropriate decision concerning our participation in the event.
